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Chattanooga Goodwill Industries Expanding its Fleet
Chattanooga Goodwill Industries is expanding its fleet of Attended Donation Centers and widening its community outreach at the same time.

The Transportation Services Department of Chattanooga Goodwill unwrapped its newly-wrapped Attended Donation Center (ADC) at the Riverbend Festival for Faith and Family Night.  The ADC was moved to its permanent home on the Bi-Lo grocery store parking lot at the corner of Shallowford Road and Lee Hwy. 

It’s big. It’s blue. It can’t be missed. And best of all, it tells the graphic story of Goodwill’s long-held mission. It’s a new look for the Chattanooga ADCs. 
The ADC sports photographs of people who have partaken of the Goodwill programs and services, such as Career Transitions and Job Training and Placement. The photographs are oval shaped, closely resembling “portholes,” or windows. In fact, that’s just what Angela Ballard, Director of Marketing and Public Relations for the Chattanooga Goodwill, had in mind when she designed the graphic.
“I wanted people to think about what we do with the items they donate and bring to the ADC,” she explained. “We transform those items brought to the ADCs and donated to Goodwill into jobs for both the disabled and disadvantaged. The photographs are the result of their donations.”

Goodwill Industries International is a network of 207 community-based organizations that serves people with workplace disadvantages and disabilities by providing job training and employment services, as well as job placement opportunities and post-employment support.  To fund its mission, Goodwill collects donated clothing, furniture and household goods to sell in its retail stores. 
For more than 85 years, Chattanooga Goodwill Industries has provided free job training, medical equipment and other resources to people with disabilities and other disadvantages, giving them the independence they need to succeed. The Chattanooga service region covers 23 counties in Southeast Tennessee and Northwest Georgia. More than 80 percent of the funds generated in the 11 retail outlets support these programs.
All of Goodwill’s 12 ADCs are available to receive donations Monday through Saturday from 9 a.m. to 7 p.m. and from noon to 5 p.m. on Sunday. To find ADC locations, visit the Chattanooga Goodwill website at www.goodwillchatt.org. 

Goodwill ADCs are manned, so donations are secure, and attendants are available to help unload vehicles and help load items into the truck. Additionally, tax deduction forms and donation receipts are available on site.
