Located next door to the Cell Plus store and adjacent to Lowe’s, the new Goodwill store will also feature a community center where the nonprofit will host educational seminars, job training programs and other activities that will be available to the public free of charge.

“We are always excited to open a new store, but we are particularly excited about McMinnville because of the community center at our new location,” said Dennis Brice, president and CEO of Chattanooga Goodwill Industries, which serves Warren and 22 other counties in Southeast Tennessee and Northwest Georgia. “We’ll be able to offer Goodwill HELPs medical equipment services, BenefitsCheckUp screenings for seniors, and job training programs for people with disabilities and other disadvantages.”
Tax-deductible donations of “gently used” items are also accepted at the new Goodwill store during regular store hours, which are Monday through Saturday from 9 a.m. until 8 p.m. and Sundays from noon to 6 p.m. The phone number for the store is (931)507-4050.
Radio station 105.3 Wow Country (WOWC) and Star 107 (WTRZ) will be broadcasting live on Friday from 9 a.m. to 11 a.m. Following the ribbon cutting, the first 250 people through the doors will receive a reusable Goodwill shopping tote. Shoppers can register throughout the day on Friday, January 28 to win prizes.  Winners will be selected at the end of the day. 
The funds generated by this and the 12 other local Goodwill retail stores stay in this area to provide free job training, medical equipment and other programs and services for thousands of people with disabilities and other disadvantages throughout Southeast Tennessee and Northwest Georgia. More than 84 percent of Goodwill’s total revenues are channeled directly into client programs and services each year. 
The McMinnville store is the 13th retail outlet operating in the Chattanooga Goodwill Industries service region. It will create approximately 20 new jobs for local residents. 
Goodwill Industries International is a network of 207 community-based organizations that serves people with workplace disadvantages and disabilities by providing job training and employment services, as well as job placement opportunities and post-employment support.
